MINUTES and NOTES
Jennifer McGuire called meeting to order at 6:00 and opened with prayer.

TREASURER REPORT:

UPDATES:

Paige explained the Reverse Raffle and how it works.  Vickie added info regarding silent auction items and door prizes needed, and the importance of selling corporate tables.  We will have a meeting on Thursday, September 10th to address the raffle and the guitar hero tournament.  This will be a planning meeting and we would love to encourage everyone to attend.  We will need as much help as possible with both of these events.

There has been 6 teacher wish list submitted thus far.  It was voted and approved to grant Dr. Gray his wish for a  Calculus Manual.  Cost is $ 120.00.

Lori Hudgins serves as chair for Room Moms.  We need volunteers to serve as Room Mom for grades 6, 8, 9, 10 and 12.  Room Mom’s are responsible for getting information from PTSO to the classes.  They may also be needed to help the teacher on occasion.  Room Mom’s are a huge benefit to both the PTSO and to your children’s teacher.  Teacher Appreciation will be held on September 25th.  The 12th grade and 3rd grade will sponsor a Breakfast Brunch for our teachers.  If you have a child in 12th or 3rd grade, please  sign up to send in your food item.  We also need volunteers to sit in the cafeteria or the classroom with students while their teacher attends the brunch.  

Lorie Bateh serves as chair for Parent Support Programs.  Please send in General Mills Boxtops, Campbell Soup Labels and Capri Sun drink pouches.   We have collected 1,656 box tops.  The school gets .10 cents for each top.  We collected 1,004 soup labels.  The school gets points for the labels which we will use at the end of the school year.  For every Capri Sun pouch, the school will get .02 cents.  Recycle containers will be set up in the lunchroom and teachers will also collect pouches in their classrooms.  Collection of these items are a competition for the kindergarten and elementary classes.  Each month the three classes to collect the most will be awarded with ice cream and will have a top hat sign placed on their door.  If you do not have a Publix Partner Card, please pick one up in the office or contact a PTSO officer.  Use the card and BA receives 5 to 10 % of your purchases.  Give cards to all of your family and friends.  Publix updates our total every quarter.  Target credit or debit cards also benefit BA.  BA will receive a portion of purchases, up to 10%.

UPCOMING EVENTS:
September 10:   Reverse Raffle and Guitar Hero Tournament meeting will be held at 6:00 in Mrs. Scozzaro’s class.

September 10:   Innisbrook fundraiser ends.  Get your orders in.  Students that sell 10 or more items win a prize.  Class with most sales will win a prize.

September 15:   BA night at McAllister’s deli in McCalla.  We will receive 10% of sales for the ENTIRE day.  BA Pee Wee cheerleaders and our mascot will be on hand to meet and greet customers.  Come out enjoy some good food, fellowship and support BA.

September 15:   Teacher of the year information will be sent out.  Teachers will have piggy banks to collect change.  Students vote for their favorite teacher by donating change (or bills). We have 300 to sell, so please help.  Cards can be purchased from any officer or at home football games.  

September 25:  Teacher Appreciation - breakfast brunch given by 3rd and 12th grades.  Parents sign up for food donations and class volunteer.

September 30:  Send in Box Tops, Campbell Labels and Capri Sun Pouches.

October 1: PTSO meeting 6:00.  K4 and 11th grades will be our focus.  ALL K4 and 11th grade students, parents and teachers are asked to please attend.  Our forum is open to you, we want to know what the PTSO can do for you.  

October 15: Guitar Hero Tournament.  Game Stop is providing equipment for use.  Tournament is open to all Middle and High School students.  This event is also open to the public.  You do not have to be a BA student to enter.  Encourage your friends from other schools to enter.  Students can enter as individual or groups.  Criteria will include dress, performance, interaction with audience, etc..  We are looking for a radio sponsor to participate with a possible live remote.
